Certificate of foreign citizenship - The applicants have to submit a copy of their certificate
of obtaining foreign citizenship which should clearly mention the date of obtaining foreign

c citizenship.

d Copy of current valid Foreign Passport

e Registered Marriage Certificate (if married)

f Copy of spouse’s current passport (if married)
g Professional details of the applicant

Proof of Address -Please enclose any one of the following documents as proof of present

address:

= Driving license.

= Photo ID issued by the Provincial Government.

= Utility bills (Gas, Electricity, Water or Landline Telephone Bill displaying applicant’s
address/House Lease Agreement).

h *Phone bills, Bank statements are not accepted as valid address proofs.
